New Frequent Guest Program and 
Specials Start the New Year

Time to Make Plans for 2007

e’re starting off 2007 with some exciting news - several new
specials for the coming months, and, most exciting of all, a new Fre-
quent Guest Program, called “The Jarvis Club”, after Jarvis Brew-
ster, the man who built Brewster House in the 1880’s.

Here’s how the Jarvis Club works:

1. Enroll in the program. You can do that by simply filling out a short
form the next time you stay at Brewster House.
2. Stay two or more qualifying nights. Qualifying nights are two or
more consecutive nights that are at normal seasonal rates, and no
part of the rate is paid by gift certificates or coupons. Some stays that
are part of a package will qualify, some will not, de-
pending on the discount offered. We’ll let you know
if a package stay qualifies.
3. That’s it! You’ll receive a coupon for a $20 dis-
count on a future stay. Use it to reduce the cost of
your next stay, purchase items in our gift shop,
give it as a gift, or save them up for a free night.

Spring Specials are already available! We are of-
fering several Spring specials to get you started on your 2007 vaca-
tion plans. Our Superbowl Special is a chance for the guys (or
whoever it is that watches the game) to enjoy it at Brewster House,
along with plenty of pizza, while those that don’t want to watch the
game can stroll down Main Street and enjoy the shopping. For
Valentines Day we have an add-on to your room of a surprise gift.
It has several things, but includes a gift card to a local store.
We are also running a special Girlfriends Getaway all through the

Spring (except for a few major weekends), where single occupancy
rooms are discounted - the more rooms booke, the greater the dis-
count.
